INTRODUCTION

In a developing country like India, people in rural areas are caught in a vicious cycle of poverty duc to poverty,
destitution, and backwardness. Therefore, the question of adhering to the basic needs of food, clothing, and shelter for
60 percent of the people in India has become difficult. The problem of house or housing in the country is from rural to
urban areas. Every citizen living in the country needs adequate housing. If India is to become a superpower by 2022,
you have to take strong steps to cater to the basic needs of every citizen of the country based on advanced technology.
Housing construction methods, tools, and techniques need to be improved. Dr. Abdul Kalam says, "Technology is an
important factor for a change if the desired goals are to be achieved quickly." The need of the hour is to build
affordable housing for the people considering their social and economic capabilities.

Article 46 of the Indian Constitution provides that "the State shall take special care to promote the educational and
economic interests of the weaker sections of the population, especially the Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes, and
to protect them from social injustice and exploitation.”

There are 6% dilapidated houses and houses in need
of major repairs. There are more huts and mud houses. But in reality, many Scheduled Caste families live in open huts
today. It is doubtful whether they have been included in this statistic.

Ramai Housing Scheme is implemented by the Department of Social Justice and Special Assistance, Government of
Maharashtra. Commissionerate of Social Welfare was created under this department. Through the Commissioner ate of
Social Welfare, Pune, various schemes are being implemented for the educational, social, and economic development
of the people belonging to the Scheduled Castes and Neo-Buddhists in the State of Maharashtra. The housing scheme
has been implemented since 2008 for Scheduled Castes and Neo-Buddhists in rural and urban areas of Maharashtra,
The actual implementation of this scheme has been going on since 2010. From 19th November 2011, this Housing
scheme has been renamed as Ramai housing Sheme.

But in spite of such progress, even today, the girl child is discriminated against in most Indian h
ouseholds. The birth of a baby boy is celebrated with great pomp and ardor, but the birth of a gi
rl child 1s received with dismay. The practice of female feticide through sex selective abortion ¢
ontinues to be practiced in spite of the Prenatal Diagnostic Technique Act of 1994, In India the
child sex ratio is at the lowest it has ever been with just 914 girls for every 1000 boys (Census,
2011).
And this discrimination continues in every aspect. Be it education, health, protection or participa
tion, the girl child 1s always treated unequally. Indian society still hasn’t been awakened to the i
mportance of empowering the women. The statistics still narrate a grim story of female feticide,
girl child diserimination and gender bias.
