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organized in the campaign. Eradication of child marriage is very important. The effects of child
marriage are many dangerous, so marriage should be done at the age fixed by the government.
Dhule district has a high rate of child marriage, so the government is organizing child marriage
elimination program in many places.

Mr. Rajendra Boralkar gave guidance on eradicating child marriage. In it, he said that
marriage before a girl or boy reaches puberty is child marriage. Puberty is when a girl becomes
fertile and a boy becomes fertile. In short, marriage of boys and girls before physical and mental
maturity is attained. At present, daily newspapers are reporting that child marriage has happened
or stopped somewhere in Maharashtra. Child marriages are increasing. This raises many
questions. What should happen next to these girls, what to do after getting married or knowing
that a child marriage is going to happen? We read and hear that social workers stopped child
marriage. This work is bold and important; but more is expected to be done to safeguard the
interests of the child. There are provisions in such law. Why child marriage happens, in which
social group. What is the question behind that, it has come out from the research. If child
marriage is to be prevented, there should be a thorough discussion on these issues. Laborers
travel across the state to cut sugarcane from districts like Beed. Husband and wife get joint
wages. Poverty leads to early marriages. There is migration for employment in many districts.
There are more child marriages. If child marriage is to be stopped, this picture has to be changed,
he opined.

Keynote Speaker Guidance:

The keynote speaker of the program was Mr. Vijay Saidane (Village Extension Officer,
Chaugaon) What is child marriage through sports? Information was given about the causes of
child marriage, the side effects of child marriage and the Abolition of Child Marriage Act. He
told how he faced difficulties in preventing child marriage in his job. Although there is a law to
prevent child marriage, this malpractice has not stopped in the state. A girl child is still
considered a burden in many sections of the society. After getting married, one can be freed from

responsibilities, the girl is trapped in marriage by stopping her education at the age of learning.
So far, awareness campaigns have been implemented. The government started strict aczm |

against child marriages. However, due to lack of effective implementation of Child )

e



still this problem persists. In the year 2022-23, 930 child marriages have been prevented in the
state and in 71 cases first information report has been filed. Prevention of Child Marriage Act
2006 is operational to prevent child marriage. The Maharashtra Child Marriage Prevention Rules
2008 have been repealed and the Rules 2022 have been framed. Unfortunately, it has been
observed that child marriages take place only with the consent of parents or relatives in many
parts of the state. Many times the information about child marriage does not reach the
government system. When under-aged girls are admitted to the hospital for delivery, many
incidents come to light.

Many districts migrate for employment. Husband and wife leave the house and take care
of the children. When the number of family members is high, there is a strain for sustenance.
Tribal areas have different issues. There is an emphasis on ending the marriage of under-age girls
from poverty due to lack of means of employment. In some areas, customs and traditions prevail.
Many parents think that they should get free by marrying off the girl after coming of age. Many
villages do not have schools beyond primary education. Further one has to go to another village
to learn. Parents are not ready to send there. Then school ends and the girl is married off.

Using the provisions of the Child Marriage Act, the Department of Women and Child
Development has given responsibility to gram sevaks of each gram panchayat in the state as
child marriage prevention officers in their respective gram panchayat areas. Anganwadi workers
have also been asked to assist these officials. Apart from this, Child Development Project
Officers and Anganwadi Supervisors as Assistant Child Marriage Prevention Officers have been
announced as Child Marriage Prevention Officers in urban areas. Child protection cells have
been established in each district. Public awareness programs are organized through this cell to
eradicate the practice of child marriage. Officers of Women Child Development Department,
Anganwadi Sevak, Village Sevak have the responsibility to prevent child marriage. If they are
informed of such a marriage, they can intervene. In case of child marriage, collooﬁl‘ﬂw
against it, calling the police; It is also necessary to present the boy or girl child NM@M i
Welfare Committee. After questioning the girl child, calling for home visit m &
welfare committee has to decide the next direction. If the parents want the custo ‘T'
they have to give an undertaking before the Child Welfare Committee that fh’
after the knowledge. These officials have to do things like creating awa '
giving counseling about child marriage. Child Marriage Prev




According to this law, the age of a girl must be 18 years and the age of a boy must be 21 years
for marriage. Even if one of the bridegroom or the bride is a minor, it constitutes a child
marriage. He gave such guidance in a very playful environment.

Chief Guest Guide:

Principal Prof. Dr. Raghunath Mahajan Sir gave guidance on the topic of eradicating
child marriage. In it, he said that an old evil practice called child marriage is still prevalent in
India. Even though India is on the way to becoming a superpower, child marriage still occurs in
our country. In many communities where child marriage is common, girls are not given the same
priority as boys. Families treat girls as a burden. They think that by marrying off their daughters
at an early age and putting the burden on their husbands, their financial problems will be
reduced. Poverty is a major factor for child marriage. People from poor families are more likely
to get their daughters married as early as possible. Many parents believe that it is in their best
interest to marry off their daughters to a younger or older son. They take these measures to
protect girls from threats such as harassment and physical or sexual abuse. Marriage is a part of
society without which society is nothing, that is, marriage is a social tradition that plays an
important role in the lives of all boys and girls. Eliminating child marriage is a major
responsibility of society.

The program was moderated by the students Kishore Bagul and vote of thanks was given
by the students Vibhavari Nikam. Citizens of Chaugaon village, teachers, college students and
students of secondary school Chaugaon attended the said program.
